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BRINCKMANN HOLDS ON FOR WIN

BEAUFORT, SC —This week the International Junior Golf Tour (IJGT) returned to The
Legends Golf Course on Parris Island for another thrilling event. Best known for entertaining
some of the nation’s finest Marines, Parris Island opened its gates to host junior golf at the
highest competitive level. Nestled safely on the tip of the island, The Legends Course proved to
be a formidable challenge with its obstacle ridden terrain and quick undulating greens. Windy
conditions on Saturday gave way to perfect golf weather on Sunday with the temperatures in the
mid 70s all day. Surrounded by marshy wetlands and alligators, the top-notch IJGT field battled
it out with the hopes of taking home the ultimate prize.

Holding on to a 4-stroke opening round lead, Hank Haney International
Junior Golf Academy (HH IJGA) student Robin Brinckmann, of
Hamburg, Germany, played with ice water in his veins on Sunday to
take home the title in the Boys 16-19 Division. Brinckmann fired
rounds of 69 and 72 to fend off the rest of the competition and finish the
tournament with a score of 141. Coming in a close second was Charlie
Durman (HH JGA) of Margaretting, United Kingdom who followed up
an opening round 74 with a spectacular 69 on Sunday. Durman finished
just 2-strokes behind the leader with a score of 143. Rounding out the
top three in the age division were local product Zachary Boe of
Bluffton, SC and Kevin Shea (HH IJGA) of Qunicy, MA, both posting totals of 148.

Playing his last competitive golf event in the United States, the humble Brinckmann sat down
with us to discuss his weekend. “l am very happy to get the win this week in my last
tournament. My short game was great during the first round and | made all of the short putts |
needed to make.” When asked if he had any future plans in golf, Brinckmann responded, “I am
going to keep practicing and continue to try and get better. We will see what happens from
there.”



In the Boys 13-15 Division, Diego Schiffino of Santo Domingo,
Dominican Republic dominated the field with his stellar play all
throughout the tournament to take home first place honors. Schiffino
carded impressive rounds of 73 and 70 to finish 15-strokes ahead of the
nearest competitor with a tournament total of 1-under-par 143. No
stranger to the winner’s circle, JJ Qualkenbush (HHIJGA) of La Quinta,
CA posted rounds of 80 and 78 to claim second place in the division.
Qualkenbush finished the tournament with a score of 158. Finishing in
third place was Sam Scott (HHIJGA) of Hinsdale, IL. Scott wrapped up
his tournament with a 159 score.

Cooling off in the scorer’s area after his scintillating display of golf, Schiffino talked about what
went well for him out on the course. “I hit my driver extremely well all weekend. | put the ball
in play and that made the rest of my game flow.” Chalking up his third win of the season, the
confident Schiffino wants to keep working on his game. “I just want to keep practicing and
finish my season out strong.”

With three familiar faces on the 1JGT taking center stage, it was Noah
Edmondson of Davidson, NC that outlasted the field to capture the crown
in the Boys U-12 Division. Edmondson came out firing on Saturday
posting an even par round of 72. Showing no signs of complacency,
Edmondson improved on his opening round, firing an amazing 1-under-
par 71 on Sunday to finish the tournament in red figures with a score of
143. Claiming second place honors was Derrick Villarreal (HHIJGA) of
Hartland, WI. Villarreal carded rounds of 73 and 78 to finish with a score
of 151. Finishing in third place was Michael Phan of Newport Coast, CA.
Phan finished the tournament with score of 160.

Never short for words, Edmondson talked with us about his mental approach to the game among
other things. “I just try to stay focused on every shot and not lose my concentration. | knew
heading into today that if I could string together a solid round, I had a good chance of coming out
on top.” Going into detail about his game, Edmondson talked about what worked for him out
there. “I struggled with my ball striking but my short game really picked me up.”

In the Girls U-19 Division, Courtney Boe of Bluffton, SC allowed her
consistent play to edge out the rest of the field. Boe carded respectable
rounds of 79 and 76 to take home the first place trophy and finished with a
tournament total of 155. Not to be outdone, Olivia Landino (HHIJGA) of
Hermitage, PA improved on her opening round 86 with an 80 on Sunday.
Landino’s tournament score of 166 was good enough to walk away with
second place honors. Third place honors went to Tracey Marshall




(HHIJGA) of Newfields, NH. Marshall wrapped up her tournament with a score of 169.

Fighting through her rounds on both days, Boe talked with us about her determination and tough
mental approach to the game. “I struggled a little bit out there and had to fight my way through
some stretches. | just kept plugging away and putting the ball in the hole.” After 3 birdies on the
front nine on Sunday, Boe chimed in on her future plans in golf. “I want to finish this season out
strong and eventually play in college.

The IJGT was founded in 1995 for junior golfers ages 10-19. Its purpose is to provide aspiring collegiate
players the opportunity to compete in a series of events against the highest quality U.S. and international
competition.

This year’s schedule features 65 open events and 6 invitational events at some of the finest courses in the
U. S. as well as tournaments in Mexico, Canada, and Scotland.

Nearly 2000 junior golfers compete on the IJGT representing 43 states and 28 countries. These young
men and women will have the opportunity to participate in the national junior ranking system sponsored
by Golfweek and Junior Golf Scoreboard.
